Once Sam has an item in hand, press the Use/Equip key to get ready to throw. A reticule appears in
the middle of the screen. Aim the reticule af the spot where you want fo throw the ohject. Pressing
the Fire key will throw the object. 5am can throw grenades or objects he picks up in the environment.

= Advanced Moves

Advanced moves are just as critical as basic moves, Mastering these will allow Sam to move through
his surroundings with much greater safety and precision, Many of these advanced moves are
combinations that allow Sam fo attack.

Rolling

Switch Shoulder

Bash Door

By choosing Bash Door in the Interaction menu, Sam will break through ta another room by hitting
the door with his feet. Note that this move will make some noise, but it can knock out an enemy on
the other side.

Open Door Stealth

If you want to make sure no one hears you, open the door in a stealthy way. You can make Sam
open/close the door as fast as you want by playing with the Move Forward and Move Backward keys.

Lock Picking

Sam will need to pick the locks on some doors, Lock picking takes time, but is quiet and cannot be
detected. To pick the lock of a door, press the directional keys until you see or hear the pins within
the lock being pushed upwards. Once the lock pin is moving, keep the same directional key pressed
for a Few seconds and a pin of the lock will be lifted.

Dnce all the pins of a lock have been lifted, the lock picking will be over and you will be kicked out
of the gameplay inferface.

Break Lock

IF 5am is in a hurry, he can simply break open locked doors using his knife. Ta do this, simply select the
Break Lock inferaction. Beware - this is naisy, and broken locks will cause guards to become curious.
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« Non-Player Character-Linked Moves

Sam has several special moves that can only be performed on NPCs [non-player characters). Being
able to get close to an enemy without being defected is necessary fo execufe these moves.

Equipped with modified barrel, the sniper attachment fires a 20mm
APDS anti-materiel round designed to penetrate hard targets and
armoured positions, You will be able fo hit long-distance targets
with high precision. Although very powerful, it is quite loud and
should be used with care.

4, Shotgun attachment:

The shotgun's main purpose is for close-quarter offensive situations.

When you use the Jammer, a red light appears on it. If you target an object that can be jammed, the
light will turn fo green. The light stays green until the Jammer is out of energy or you stop holding
the frigger.

Chat

You can communicate in the game by using the Chat key (T key by default] ta open the chat box. Press
Enter when in the chat box fo send your message, This will close the chat box.

Voice Chat

When playing in co-operative mode with other players on a LAN or Online, you can use the
DirectPlay(c] voice chat capability of Splinter Cell: Chaos Theory to discuss strategy and other
matters with your team-mate.

First, you need to have your PC properly configured and calibrated for voice chat. Use the "Voice
setup” button on the Splinter Cell: Chaos Theory Configuration utility.

Secondly, you need to sef up the voice chat system in the game by entering the "Sound Settings"
menu page and enabling the voice chat system.

Optionally, you can calibrate the voice environment sensibility factor to your liking ["Sound
Settings" menu page). This option will configure how much other non-playable characters
|e.qg. enemy combatants] will hear you when you talk in the headset. At 0, your voice will not be
heard by other game characters. The mare this value is high, the more likely the enemy will be able
to hear you when you talk.

To shift into this special view mode, press the Binoculars
key. You can change the Zoom mode [three possible zoom levels: 2, 4, or B) using the Zoom In and
Zoom Out keys. To Focus your attention for greater precision when aiming, keep the Secondary Fire
key pressed down, You can only focus your attention as long as the Focus Gauge is not empty [this
gauge is located to the left of your reticule in Zoom mode).

Please nate: When targeting someane using snipe binoculars you can infercept his communications.

Enhanced Reality

This function is similar fo military targeting systems. It enables you to locate an objecfive, providing
a 20 symbol of its position, status and distance from you.

Night Vision Goggles

Night vision goggles amplify the ambient light, particularly emissions from the lower end of the
infrared spectrum. Ta use night vision, press the Vision 1 key.

Thermal Vision Goggles
Thermal vision goggles amplify the upper part of the infrared spectrum, namely heat. This visian

mode displays heaf sources in red on the screen. To use the thermal vision goggles, press the Vision
2 key.

Binoculars

To use the hinaculars, press the Binoculars key. Zoom in and out using the Zoom In and Zoom Out
keys. You can also use your vision modes or lock onto an objective to locate it mare easily. When
targeting someone, you can intercept his communications.

The following gadgets can all be operated in the same way: select one from the inventory, take your
weapon in your hand, then aim and fire the gadget by pressing the Secondary Fire key.

Spy Bullets

These are double-purpase bullets; they mark the enemy they hit {making him appear
on the radar| or, if the bullet hits a wall, change into a radar device [locating any
enemy entering the area around the bullet]. When an enemy is tagged you can hear
his communications [press the Hack key].

Sticky Cameras

«(& This miniature camera has many functions [zoom, night vision, thermal vision, gas
jef]. Press the Camera key to consult the most recent Sticky Camera placed on the map.
Press the Use key when in Camera view fa release poison gas.

Chaff Grenade

This grenade emits electromagnetic particles when it explodes. These particles
tempararily disrupt and neutralise electronic devices [surveillance cameras, motion
detectors and laser mines, as well as mercenaries' vision).
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Alarm Snare
When fired near a detection system (camera, presence detector, laser], it triggers an

element that deceives the mercenaries, This accessory can also emit a series of noises
similar to those made by a spy [realistic sequences of sounds|, faoling the mercenaries.

Flashbang Grenade

This grenade temporarily blinds the mercenaries when it explades in their field of
vision,

Smoke Grenade

This grenade gives off a cloud of smoke when it explodes. The cloud enables
Shadownet Spies to move forward without being spotted. The smoke also slows down,
hampers and neutralises any ARGUS PMC mercenaries within the cloud.

Thermoptic Lamouflage Suit

This gadget uses RPT [Retro-reflective Projection Technology). 1t makes the spy
invisible for some fime. Note that it is not possible to use this gadget in certain
situations such as in the rain, whilst moving fast or when using your weapon. Since it
uses some enerqy, duration is limited,

Heartheat Sensor

The heartbeat sensor allows you to defect heartheats in the zone where you're
aiming your gun. If someone is detected, a symbol will be displayed on the radar.

> Argus PMC Mercenary's Equipment
Enhanced Reality

This function is similar fo military targeting systems. It enables you to locate the objectives and
alarms that have just been triggered, providing a 20 symhuol of their position, status and the distance
between you and these items.

Flashlight

This flashlight can be used o peer into dark places in search of intruders. To use it, press the
Flashlight key.

Laser Sight

The laser sight is a laser beam that makes it possible o identify a character, even if he is in
shadow, To activate the laser sight, press the Laser key. The position of a spotted enemy will be
shown on your team-mate’s radar as well.

EMF (Electromagnetic Field) Vision

With EMF vision, you can locate interference given off by electronic devices. IF an object with
functioning electronics [a spy using his goggles or gun, for example] is within the field of vision, it
is picked up by EMF vision and displayed in white.

Motion Vision

With motion vision, you can “reveal” air turbulence created by spies or abjects in mation. Whenever
a moving object is located, a frame appears around it, making it easier to distinguish. If the object
disappears from the direct field of vision {without obstacles hetween the object and the player], the
frame gradually disappears.
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The Following gadgets can all be operated in the same way. Select one from the inventory, aim and
fire, ar place the gadget by pressing the Secondary Fire key.

Flares
The flare produces dynamic light that is fairly short-lived.

Fragmentation Grenade

The fragmentation grenade is a deadly grenade that, on explading, inflicts damage on
anyone within the explosion zane. To throw a fragmentation grenade, first select it
from the inventory. Aim and throw the grenade by pressing the Secondary Fire key.

Mines [Laser/Proximity/Poisan)

You possess a deadly mine capable of identity recagnition [it anly detects spies).
It has a triple-activation system. You can choose the mode of activation when you lay
the mine. If you choose Laser Mine, you lay a mine that is activated by a laser beam
projected by the mine itself. Any spy who cuts through the beam sets off the mine.
However, if you choose Proximity Mine, you lay a mine that is activated by a mation detector. Any
spy who passes too quickly through the detector’s range will set off the mine. IF you choose Paison
Mine, you lay a mine that is activated by a laser beam projected by the mine itself. This mine
doesn't blow up, but poisons the spy who triggers it. He can counteract the poison by healing
himself with a health box or by asking his team-mate to heal him.

To lay a mine, position yourself in front of a wall and press the Secondary Fire key. A short press will
lay a Proximity Mine. IF you hold the Secondary Fire key down, a menu appears from which you can
choose the mine you wish to lay. Release the Secandary Fire key to lay the mine. You can remove a
mine that has already been laid by going near it and pressing the Use key.

Spy Finder

This device is a double-activation system. You choose the activation mode. By
choosing Spy Trap, you lay a device that is activated if a spy cuts through the laser
beam emitted by the trap, thereby marking him and making him visible on the radars
of both mercenaries. If you choose Presence Detector, you lay a device that will detect
any spy moving close to it, Each device is placed against a wall, in the same way a mine is placed
[the activation system choice is also similar to that of the mine]. You can listen to an enemy fagged
by a spy trap [press the Hack key|.

Tazer

This defence system fires a strong electrical discharge at anyone nearby, The person hit
is immobilised for a few seconds. To use the Tazer, first select it from the inventory. To
activate it, press the Secondary Fire key. IF someone is near you, that person will
receive an electric shock.

Camera Network Browsing Device [CNBD)

This gadget enables a mercenary to link up to the surveillance camera network in the
level where he is located. Each of these cameras has mercenary detection taols [vision
modes, torch, lasers|. Be careful: whilst consulting a camera, you are a perfect target.

Gas Mask

This gadget enables the mercenary to protect himself from toxic gas effects. However, the
filters on the mask have a limited lifespan, so the gadget should be used infelligently.
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Backpack

The backpack is a portable source of gadgets for you and your team-mate. To reload
from your backpack, select it and press the Secandary Fire key. To reload from your
team-mate's backpack, face him and choose Refill from your Interaction menu.

= Game Levels

There are many varied game environments, all of which are - above all - interactive. They constitute
an integral part of the game, affecting both teams. Each action can have an effect on the game level.
For example, if one of your grenades explodes near a ventilation access frap, it will blow it up,
creating a new access paint for the spies.

= Passive Defences

Trigger mechanisms are located in the level [motion detectors, surveillance cameras, lasers, efc.).
By setting off ane of these mechanisms, the intruder activates an alarm that gives away his
pasition. The alarm may also section off the zone in which the spy is located and lock most of the
objectives. In bath cases, the intruder's stealthy progress is jeopardised. These mechanisms can be
seen using thermal vision. They are indestructible, but it is possible fo neutralise them temporarily
using the Sticky Shocker or the chaff grenade. Any item neutralised by one or both of these means
is encircled by electric arcs and gives off smake.

Please nate: Disabling defences with your gun or a chaff grenade will prevent the precise location of
the intrusion from being divulged; however, a general warning message [“security failure”| will be
sent to mercenaries.

Surveillance (ameras

The surveillance cameras emit sound and light [green when they see nothing, red when the alarm is
activated). A character is localised when he enters the camera'’s cone of vision.

Motion Detectors

These detectors can locate any spies who penetrate their active zone. The indicator lights on the
housing are green if the defector has located nothing and red if they have detected something.

Lasers

Whenever a spy cuts through the laser beam, he sets off the associated alarm. An alarm stops auto-
matically affer a few seconds if nothing appears to trigger it once again. Please note: a triggered
laser alarm system can cause temporary isolation of cerfain areas.

THE GAMEPLAY DBJECTS

Some objects in the environment are gameplay elements:

« Destructible lights: To destroy certain light sources, take out your weapon, aim and fire.

» Extinguishers: When you shoot at an exfinguisher, a cloud of smoke appears at the bullet's point
of impact, blinding mercenaries who are passing through the cloud.

» Ammunition reloads: These enable you to reload bullets for your weapon and stock up on
grenades. Press the Use key in front of the box to reload.

= Health reloads: These enable you to refill your life. Press the Use key in front of the box fo get
back to full life.
